In 1986, he 

formed the secular non-profit group, “Life Education And Research Network” (The 

L.E.A.R.N. Group), to work on niche humanitarian projects that larger NGOs were 

missing. In 2004, they formed an educational wing called, ERTHAWARE REPORT, 

which now goes to a thousand sites on five continents.

Gilgamesh: An Old Story With New Pauses 

  Guest Speaker: Rev. Craig Moro.  The Epic of Gilgamesh was written on 

clay tablets at least 1500 years before the Iliad and the Odyssey were composed.  

It‟s one of the oldest stories in the world, yet its insights into human mortality and 

human nature remain fresh enough to enjoy this morning in 2012! 

 Craig Moro served QUUF from 1999-2002.  He lives now in Salem, OR, 

and has served (since 2005) as Consulting Minister to the Community UU Church 

of Pasco, WA. He has studied music, language, and religious expression in India, 

Singapore, and Thailand.

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Ministerial Column by Rev. Bruce Bode 
The Hidden Meaning of the “Occupy Movement” 

Beside the series of protests and demonstrations across the Middle 

East and North Africa in this past year known as the “Arab Spring,” the 

most interesting, surprising, and potentially hopeful social development 

has been the “Occupy Movement.”  Beginning in New York City, it has 

quickly spread throughout our country, as well as to other places on our 

planet. 
 

When storyteller, author, and scholar of mythology, anthropology, and 

psychology was at QUUF on the weekend of December 9 through 11, he 

was pondering the meaning of and formulating his thoughts on the 

“Occupy Movement.”  Shortly after his weekend here, Michael wrote an 

article for the Huffington Post on the Occupy movement, which appeared 

on the Huffington Post website on December 15.  The article titled, 

“Occupy vs. Nihilism: All or Nothing at All,” pulled together the ideas and 

intuitions he had been talking about with us on the previous weekend.  

I‟d like to recommend his article to you, and, to engage your interest in it, 

here are some excerpts from it: 
 

 The Occupy movement may be an instinctive response, not just to 

the greatest disparity of wealth and power in the history of America, but 

also to the emptying out of institutions and loss of meaning at all levels 

of life. An underlying instinct to inhabit life more fully may be arising and 

taking root in different places for different reasons.... 
 

 A movement whose time has come keeps moving and keeps 

changing; it morphs and alters itself because it represents underlying 

changes that are only beginning to surface. Although national in scope, 

each new occupation takes up local issues and takes on local style. As 

the movement moves it stirs a wide range of issues and injustices waiting 

just under the skin of the country; that is what “grass roots” means. 

Seeds are carried on the winds of change, take root in all kinds of places, 

and sprout up everywhere at once…. 
 

 Occupy can be an instinctive, collective response to the loss of 

meaning and spread of nihilism throughout the culture….  The spread of 

nihilism is one way of understanding what is currently happening where 

reductionist ideas, single-issue politics, and fixed ideologies make poli-

tics, public discourse, and public institutions increasingly empty of sub-

stance and lacking in meaning…. 
 

 The hidden meaning of Occupy may involve an instinctive re-

sponse to the threat of nihilism and the rise of emptiness; it may be a 

collective attempt to find the heart and soul of America again.

I recommend it to you at the beginning of this new year as a way of 

looking at this spontaneous, youthful, hopeful, grass roots social move-

ment in our country.

She 

has directed a national anti-hunger organization, 

provided commentaries on NPR's "All Things 

Considered" program, and served on a number 

of national and local non-profit boards.

the toggle switch in back and the enable 

switches in front to begin the heating process; 

then waiting until the temperature is 200 '.  It 

takes about 20 minutes and patience.    

 

3. While you are waiting, you can decide on the 

amount of coffee you need and push the but-

tons to allow that to happen.  Large indicates 1 

1/2 gallons and uses the large coffee urn; small 

is 1 gallon and uses the small one.  Once you 

have chosen the amount needed, measure 

grounds into the funnel (always use a filter), 

slide funnel into place and you are almost 

ready.   Make sure the lid is open so coffee can 

filter into the pot.  

  

4. Okay – the temperature is at 200‟, and all 

else is ready. Now, press the BREW BUTTON 

ONCE and wait. It may take a second to start; 

DO NOT press the brew button a second 

time!  This machine is like a printer, if you press 

it twice you will get two pots- and there is no way 

to stop this f rom happening.    

 

5. If you start to feel anxious, think about how 

often you use your cell phone or do your wash-

ing. The BUNN is just another machine waiting 

to provide good service. "Treat it well and it will 

behave well and brew wonderful coffee"...

Kitchen Care is Earth Care 

Dear Kitchen Witch,  

Last Sunday I visited the QUUF kitchen where a 

kind woman  offered to show  me how to brew 1 

1/2 gallons of BM regular coffee in The 

BUNN  coffee machine. It looked easy; however, 

to boost my confidence in volunteering, could 

you please provide some quick tips for brewing 

good coffee?   Eager - but - Cautious 

 

 Dear EbC, 

 

The process is easy. The BUNN 

has been badly maligned.  We all 

use cell phones, dishwashers, 

and clothes washers. The BUNN is no different. 

It has controls and buttons like everything else 

and behaves well when treated well.   There are 

specific instructions in our Kitchen Log so I won't 

bore you with more.  Here are some quick hints 

on how to conquer your  

apprehension. 

 

1.  The initials BM stand for Bull Moose Blend 

which we use for the decaffeinated and regular 

coffee.

In 2003, with the support and en-

couragement of his wife Heidi, he left Riverdog to 

work full-time at his studio in Port Had-

lock.  He has returned to the use of the micro-

scope for inspiration.
