SAFETY GROUND RULES:

Overall Jobsite Safety is EVERYONE’S Responsibility.

1. Be Alert

2. Be Rested

3. Be ready to work

4. Have a good attitude

5. If you’re not sure how to do it, ask!

6. If you need help, ask!

Clothing:  Wear proper clothing and protection suited to the job.

1.  Wear good thick shoes or boots.

2. Wear gloves as needed to protect hands from injury.

3. Wear eye or face protection for flying hazards.

4. Wear hearing protection when around loud noise.

5. Wear dust protection when in dusty conditions.

6. Wear respirators or vapor masks when around toxic fumes.

Tools:

1. Become familiar with a tool before using it.  Ask for instructions if you are unfamiliar with a tool or its proper use.

2. Check over tools to be sure they are in good condition.

3. Be sure guards are in place and functioning properly.

4. Make sure blades are kept sharp; dull ones can bind.

5. Use an appropriate tool for the job.

6. Use a good power supply.  Don’t run a heavy tool on a light cord.

7. Make certain that ladders are in good condition and are safely set before ascending.

Skills:
1. Understand your job and know your tools.  If you are uncertain, ask a supervisor to assist you or ask for a different job suited to your skill and comfort level.

2. Learn how to set a ladder properly and safely.  Ask for assistance if you need help.

3. Do not ascend scaffolding until you have been through a scaffold safety training with a supervisor.
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Hazards:
1. Check in with supervisor as soon as you arrive onsite to be informed about any situation or hazards that may exist.

2. Scope out the area where you will be working and identify potential danger areas or hazards.

3. Be aware of others working nearby who may pose potential hazards, or whom you may pose a hazard to with your activities.

4. Whenever overhead hazards exist, you are required to wear a hardhat.  Don’t walk under scaffolding or ladders when others are working above.
 Fall Protection:

 No person on the jobsite shall ascend to a height greater than ten feet without first going through a fall protection training session and

learning to use the fall protection devices and procedures appropriate to each high-work job.

Lifting:
1. Lift with the knees bent, not with the back bent.

2. Ask for help lifting heavy items or use a tool to assist.

First Aid:  Standard First-Aid procedures will be performed by the Safety Supervisor or other qualified First-Aid CPR certified person as the situation requires.

1.  Call 9-1-1 from the nearest phone if the injury is serious.                    2.  Be certain it is safe to enter the area before attempting to provide    
assistance to an injured person.

3.  First- Aid Kits are located: 1. In Wallyworks jobsite office and, 2.  In toolshed hanging on the wall.

4. Report all injuries to the supervisor as soon as possible.

5. We shall have a policy of  NO NAILS LEFT STICKING OUT OF BOARDS ON THE JOBSITE.  Please remove them immediately.
Record-Keeping:  Please sign in on your timesheet each day with your name, the date, and time.  Sign out when you leave.  We need this for legal and insurance records.
